All three MAG airports were experiencing a strong recovery during October and November. While that slowed slightly when restrictions were brought in in response to the omicron variant, these controls were last week removed.
 
That has delivered a boost to the sector, with consumer confidence rising and bookings surging in the days following the announcement.
 
The news has paved the way for the travel industry to recover strongly this year, especially ahead of the busy summer season.
 
Across all three of its airports (Manchester, East Midlands and London Stansted) MAG currently has more than 1,000 jobs on offer, with even more roles with third parties at each site.
 
As the airport is a 24/7 business a lot of the roles include working shifts and out of hours to match the operation and flight schedules.
 
Those securing roles can also take advantage of a wide range of benefits. These include discounts on public transport when travelling to work, free on-site car parking whilst working and when going on holiday, excellent pension scheme, training programmes, retail discounts pus many more.
